This disaster, the most significant in Bangladesh in over 15 years, hit the coastline November 15th, killing over 3,500 and extensively damaging over 1 million homes, businesses, and schools. 

On November 29, 2007, a HODR team arrived in Dhaka, Bangladesh to assess the areas affected by the cyclone. The team coordinated with other NGO’s while in Dhaka, then headed down into the affected areas, determining that HODR volunteer resources can assist the approximately 8 million people affected by this storm.
